Case Studies

The experiences of regions like Kerala and Northeast India provide compelling
evidence of the potential of multilingual literary approaches. Kerala's educational
model demonstrates how comprehensive mother tongue education and robust
translation ecosystems can create vibrant literary environments. The northeastern
region illustrates the critical importance of preserving indigenous literary traditions
while creating platforms for cross- linguistic literary exchanges.

At the Ahmedabad urban school, researchers observed an innovative literature
program where students explored a single literary work through multiple linguistic
perspectives. For instance, students analyzed a Gujarati short story by comparing its
translations in Hindi and English, discussing how linguistic nuances affect narrative
interpretation. Students analyzed the Gujarati short story “Dariyav Dil” by
Jhaverchand Meghani. They compared it with its Hindi and English translations,
exploring how linguistic nuances influenced the story's emotional tone and cultural
depth.

In the Kutch region, we discovered a unique approach to multilingual literature
education that reflected the area's complex linguistic heritage. The local school
implemented a program where students from different linguistic backgrounds -
including Guijarati, Sindhi, and tribal language speakers - collaborated on literary
projects. One remarkable example involved students creating a collective narrative that

incorporated elements from multiple linguistic traditions. Students collaborated on a
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multilingual narrative project incorporating elements from “Karbala no Kand”
(Gujarati), “Lal Muhinji Jaan” (Sindhi), and oral tribal folklore such as the “Bhils’
Song of Origins.” This blend showcased the region’s linguistic and cultural diversity,
fostering an appreciation for different literary traditions.

Theoretical Perspectives

From a postcolonial literary perspective, NEP-2020 represents a significant
intervention. The policy challenges colonial linguistic hierarchies, recognizing
indigenous literary expressions and decentring dominant narrative frameworks. It
encourages a reimagining of comparative literature that moves beyond traditional West-
centric models, emphasizing intra-national literary comparisons and developing
sophisticated translation methodologies.

Results

The study revealed that NEP-2020’s multilingual provisions significantly
impacted linguistic and cultural education in diverse settings. The results can be
categorized as follows:

1. Enhanced Cultural Appreciation:

In urban schools like those in Ahmedabad, students engaging in multilingual
literary projects demonstrated heightened sensitivity to cultural and linguistic nuances.
For instance, the comparative analysis of the Gujarati short story Dariyav Dil in its
Hindi and English translations highlighted how linguistic shifts influence narrative tone
and depth.

2. Preservation of Linquistic Heritage:

The rural school in Kutch successfully integrated indigenous linguistic
traditions into its curriculum. Collaborative projects, such as combining narratives from
Guijarati, Sindhi, and Bhil oral traditions, encouraged students to appreciate linguistic
diversity as a living heritage rather than a static academic subject.

3. Challenges in Implementation:

Common challenges included insufficient multilingual teaching resources,
variability in teacher training standards, and regional disparities in implementation.
Teachers often expressed the need for targeted training in translation techniques and
cross-cultural pedagogy.

4, Cross-Linguistic Skills Development:

Programs emphasizing translation and comparative analysis improved linguistic
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dexterity and literary interpretation skills among students. For example, the discussion
of metaphor and idiom in different languages enabled deeper comprehension of literary
themes.

Conclusion

The National Education Policy 2020 offers a transformative vision for literature
education in India. By reimagining linguistic diversity as a profound strength, the policy
provides a framework for celebrating the rich, complex literary heritage of the nation.
Its success will depend on sustained commitment, innovative pedagogical approaches,
and a genuine recognition of linguistic diversity as a fundamental cultural asset.

This approach does more than change educational practices; it represents a
profound cultural statement about the value of linguistic diversity, the power of literary

expression, and the importance of recognizing multiple narrative traditions.
